2. Why did you change the name of the DLL to ZLIB1.DLL?
What happened totheold ZLIB.DLL?

- Theold ZLIB.DLL, built from zlib-1.1.4 or earlier, required
compilation settings that were incompatible to those

used by
astatic build. The DLL settings were supposed to be enabled
by defining the macro ZLIB_DLL, beforeincluding "zlib.h".
Incorrect handling of this macro was silently accepted at
build time, resulting in two major problems:

* ZLIB_DLL was missing from the old makefile. When building
the DLL, not all people added it to the build options. In
consequence, incompatible incarnations of ZLIB.DLL started
to circulate around the net.

* When switching from using the static library to using the
DLL, applications had to definethe ZLIB_DLL macro and
to recompile all the sources that contained callsto zlib
functions. Failureto do so resulted in creating binaries
that were unable to run with the official ZLIB.DLL build.

The only possible solution that we could foresee was to make
abinary-incompatible change in the DLL interface, in order to
remove the dependency on the ZLIB_DLL macro, and to release
the new DLL under a different name.

We chose the name ZLIB1.DLL, where '1' indicates the major
Zlib version number. We hope that we will not have to break
the binary compatibility again, at least not aslong as the
Zlib-1.x serieswill last.
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Thereisstill aZLIB_DLL macro, that can trigger amore
efficient build and use of the DLL, but compatibility no
longer dependents onit.

3. Can | build ZLIB.DLL from the new zlib sources, and replace
anold ZLIB.DLL, that was built from zlib-1.1.4 or earlier?

- In principle, you can do it by assigning calling convention
keywords to the macros ZEXPORT and ZEXPORTVA. In practice,
it depends on what you mean by "an old ZLIB.DLL", because the
old DLL existsin several mutually-incompatible versions.

Y ou haveto find out first what kind of calling conventionis
being used in your particular ZLIB.DLL build, and to use the
same one in the new build. If you don't know what thisisall
about, you might be better off if you would just leave the old
DLL intact.

4. Can | compile my application using the new zlib interface, and
link it toan old ZLIB.DLL, that was built from zlib-1.1.4 or
earlier?

- The official answer is"no"; the real answer depends again on
what kind of ZLIB.DLL you have. Even if you are lucky, this
course of action isunreliable.

If you rebuild your application and you intend to use a newer
version of zlib (post- 1.1.4), it is strongly recommended to
link it to the new ZLI1B1.DLL.

5. Why are the zlib symbols exported by name, and not by ordinal ?

- Although exporting symbols by ordina isalittle faster, it
isrisky. Any single glitch in the maintenance or use of the
DEF file that contains the ordinals can result in incompatible
builds and frustrating crashes. Simply put, the benefits of
exporting symbols by ordinal do not justify the risks.

Technically, it should be possible to

maintain ordinalsin
the DEF file, and still export the symbols by name. Ordinals
existin every DLL, and even if the dynamic linking performed
at the DLL startup is searching for names, ordinals serve as
hints, for afaster name lookup. However, if the DEF file
contains ordinals, the Microsoft linker automatically builds

STDCALL isthe standard convention in Win32, and | need it in
my Visua Basic project!

(For readability,

we use CDECL to refer to the convention
triggered by the" _cdecl" keyword, STDCALL to refer to
the convention triggered by " __stdcall", and FASTCALL to
refer to the convention triggered by " fastcall".)

- Most of the native Windows API functions (without varargs) use
indeed the WINAPI convention (which translatesto STDCALL in
Win32), but the standard C functions use CDECL. If auser
application isintrinsically tied to the Windows API (e.g.
it calls native Windows API functions such as CreateFile()),
sometimes it makes sense to decorate its own functions with
WINAPI. Butif ANSI C or POSIX portability isagoal (e.g.
it calls standard C functions such as fopen()), it isnot a
sound decision to request the inclusion of <windows.h>, or to
use non-ANSI constructs, for the sole purpose to make the user
functions STDCALL-able.

The functionality offered by zlib is not in the category of
"Windows functionality”, but
ismore like " C functionality".

Technically, STDCALL isnot bad; infact, it isslightly

faster than CDECL, and it works with variable-argument
functions, just like CDECL. It isunfortunate that, in spite

of using STDCALL in the Windows AP, it is not the default
convention used by the C compilers that run under Windows.
The roots of the problem reside deep inside the unsafety of
the K& R-style function prototypes, where the argument types
are not specified; but that is another story for another day.

The remaining fact isthat CDECL isthe default convention.
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Even if an explicit convention is hard-coded into the function
prototypes inside C headers, problems may appear. The
necessity to expose the convention in users callbacksis one
of these problems.

The calling convention issues are also important when using
Zlib in other programming languages. Some of them, like Ada
(GNAT) and Fortran (GNU G77), have C bindings

implemented
initially on Unix, and relying on the C calling convention.
On the other hand, the pre- .NET versions of Microsoft Visua
Basic require STDCALL, while Borland Delphi prefers, although
it does not require, FASTCALL.

Infairnessto all possible uses of zlib outside the C
programming language, we choose the default "C" convention.
Anyone interested in different bindings or conventionsis
encouraged to maintain specialized projects.

- Definethe ZLIB_WINAPI macro before including "zlib.h", when
building both the DLL and the user application (except that
you don't need to define anything when using the DLL in Visua
Basic). The ZLIB_WINAPI macro will switch on the WINAPI
(STDCALL) convention. The name of this DLL must be different
than the official ZLIB1.DLL.

Gilles Vollant has contributed a build named ZLIBWAPI.DLL,
with the ZLIB_WINAPI macro turned on, and with the minizip
functionality built in.

8. 1 need to use zlib in my Microsoft .NET project. What can |
do?

- Henrik Ravn has contributed a .NET wrapper around zlib. Look
into contrib/dotzlib/, inside the zlib distribution.

9. If my application usesZLIB1.DLL, should I link it to
MSVCRT.DLL? Why?
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- Itisnot required, but it is recommended to link your
application to MSVCRT.DLL, if it usesZLIB1.DLL.

The executables (.EXE, .DLL, etc.) that areinvolved in the
same process and are using the C run-time library (i.e. they
are calling standard C functions), must link to the same
library. There are severa librariesin the Win32 system:
CRTDLL.DLL, MSVCRT.DLL, the static
C libraries, etc.
Since ZLIB1.DLL islinked to MSVCRT.DLL, the executables that
depend on it should also be linked to MSVCRT.DLL.

10. Why are you saying that ZLIB1.DLL and my application should
be linked to the same C run-time (CRT) library? | linked my
application and my DL Lsto different C libraries (e.g. my
application to a static library, and my DLLsto MSVCRT.DLL),
and everything works fine.

- If auser library invokes only pure Win32 APl (accessible via
<windows.h> and the related headers), its DLL build will work
in any context. But if thislibrary invokes standard C AP,
things get more complicated.

Thereisasingle Win32 library in aWin32 system. Every
functionin thislibrary residesin asingle DLL module, that
is safe to call from anywhere. On the other hand, there are
multiple versions of the C library, and each of them hasits
own separate internal state. Standal one executables and user
DLLsthat cal

standard C functions must link to a C run-time
(CRT) library, be it static or shared (DLL). Intermixing
occurs when an executable (not necessarily standalone) and a
DLL arelinked to different CRTs, and both are running in the
same process.

Intermixing multiple CRTs is possible, as long astheir

internal states are kept intact. The Microsoft Knowledge Base
articles KB94248 "HOWTO: Use the C Run-Time" and KB140584
"HOWTO: Link with the Correct C Run-Time (CRT) Library"
mention the potential problems raised by intermixing.

If intermixing works for you, it's because your application
and DLL s are avoiding the corruption of each of the CRTS
internal states, maybe by careful design, or maybe by fortune.

Also note that linking ZLIB1.DLL to non-Microsoft CRTSs, such
as those provided by Borland, raises similar problems.
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11. Why areyou linking ZLIB1.DLL to MSVCRT.DLL?

- MSVCRT.DLL exists on every Windows 95 with a new service
pack
installed, or with Microsoft Internet Explorer 4 or later, and
on al other Windows 4.x or later (Windows 98, Windows NT 4,
or later). Itisfreely distributable; if not present in the
system, it can be downloaded from Microsoft or from other
software provider for free.

The fact that MSVCRT.DLL does not exist on avirgin Windows 95
isnot so problematic. Windows 95 is scarcely found nowadays,
Microsoft ended its support along time ago, and many recent
applications from various vendors, including Microsoft, do not
evenrunon it. Furthermore, no serious user should run

Windows 95 without a proper update installed.

12. Why are you not linking ZLIB1.DLL to
<<my favorite C run-time library>> ?

- We considered and abandoned the following alternatives:

* Linking ZLIB1.DLL to astatic C library (LIBC.LIB, or
LIBCMT.LIB) isnot agood option. People are using the DLL
mainly to save disk space. If you are linking

your program
to astatic C library, you may as well consider linking zlib
in statically, too.

* Linking ZLI1B1.DLL to CRTDLL.DLL looks appealing, because
CRTDLL.DLL is present on every Win32 installation.
Unfortunately, it has a series of problems: it does not
work properly with Microsoft's C++ libraries, it does not
provide support for 64-bit file offsets, (and so on...),
and Microsoft discontinued its support along time ago.

* Linking ZLIB1.DLL to MSVCR70.DLL or MSVCR71.DLL, supplied
with the Microsoft .NET platform, and Visual C++ 7.0/7.1,
raises problems related to the status of ZLIB1.DLL asa
system component. According to the Microsoft Knowledge Base
article KB326922 "INFO: Redistribution of the Shared C
Runtime Component in Visual C++ .NET", MSVCR70.DLL and
MSVCR71.DLL are not supposed to function as system DLLS,
because they may clash with MSVCRT.DLL. Instead, the
application's
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installer is supposed to put these DLLs
(if needed) in the application's private directory.
If ZLIB1.DLL depends on anhon-system runtime, it cannot
function as a redistributable system component.

* Linking ZLIB1.DLL to non-Microsoft runtimes, such as
Borland's, or Cygwin's, raises problems related to the
reliable presence of these runtimes on Win32 systems.
It'seasier to let the DLL build of zlib up to the people
who distribute these runtimes, and who may proceed as
explained in the answer to Question 14.

13.If ZLIB1.DLL cannot be linked to MSVCR70.DLL or MSVCR71.DLL,
how can | build/use ZLIB1.DLL in Microsoft Visual C++ 7.0
(Visual Studio .NET) or newer?

- Dueto the problems explained in the Microsoft Knowledge Base
article KB326922 (see the previous answer), the C runtime that
comes with the VC7 environment is no longer considered a
system component. That is, it should not be assumed that this
runtime

exists, or may beinstalled in a system directory.

Since ZLIB1.DLL is supposed to be a system component, it may
not depend on a non-system component.

Inorder to link ZLIB1.DLL and your application to MSVCRT.DLL
in VC7, you need the library of Visual C++ 6.0 or older. If

you don't have this library at hand, it's probably best not to

use ZLIB1.DLL.

We are hoping that, in the future, Microsoft will provide a
way to build applications linked to a proper system runtime,
from the Visual C++ environment. Until then, you have a
couple of aternatives, such aslinking zlib in staticaly.

If your application requires dynamic linking, you may proceed
as explained in the answer to Question 14.

14. 1 need to link my own DLL build to a CRT different than
MSVCRT.DLL. What can | do?

- Feel freeto rebuild the DLL from the zlib sources, and link
it the way you want. Y ou should, however, clearly state that
your build is unofficial.

You should giveit adifferent file
name, and/or install it in a private directory that can be
accessed by your application only, and is not visible to the
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others (i.e. it's neither in the PATH, nor in the SYSTEM or
SYSTEM32 directories). Otherwise, your build may clash with
applications that link to the official build.

For example, in Cygwin, zlib islinked to the Cygwin runtime
CYGWINL.DLL, and it is distributed under the name CYGZ.DLL.

15. May | include additional pieces of code that | find useful,
link them in ZLIB1.DLL, and export them?

- No. A legitimate build of ZLIB1.DLL must not include code
that does not originate from the official zlib source code.
But you can make your own private DLL build, under a different
file name, as suggested in the previous answer.

For example, zlib isa part of the VCL library, distributed
with Borland Delphi and C++ Builder. The DLL build of VCL
isaredistributable file, named

VCLxx.DLL.

- No. A legitimate build of ZLIB1.DLL must provide the complete
Zlib functionality, as implemented in the official zlib source
code. But you can make your own private DLL build, under a
different file name, as suggested in the previous answer.

- We prefer that you download the official DLL from the zlib
web site. If you need something peculiar from this DLL, you
can send your suggestion to the zlib mailing list.

Running these test programs is nhot a guarantee of compliance,
but a failure can imply a detected problem.

Both the zlib and gzip formats
use the same compressed data format internally, but have different headers
and trailers around the compressed data.

19. Ok, so why are there two different formats?

The gzip format was designed to retain the directory information about a
singlefile, such asthe name and last modification date. The zlib format
on the other hand was designed for in-memory and communication channel
applications, and has a much more compact header and trailer and uses a
faster integrity check than gzip.

20. Well that's nice, but how do | make a gzip file in memory?
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Y ou can request that deflate write the gzip format instead of the zlib
format using deflatelnit2(). You can also request that inflate decode the
gzip format using inflatelnit2(). Read zlib.h for more details.

21. Is zlib thread-safe?

Yes. However any library routines

that zlib uses and any application-
provided memory allocation routines must also be thread-safe. zlib's gz*
functions use stdio library routines, and most of zlib's functions use the
library memory allocation routines by default. zlib's * Init* functions
alow for the application to provide custom memory allocation routines.

Of course, you should only operate on any given zlib or gzip stream from a
single thread at atime.

23. Is zlib under the GNU license?

24. The license says that altered source versions must be "plainly marked". So
what exactly do | need to do to meet that requirement?

You need to changethe ZLIB_VERSION and ZLI1B_VERNUM #definesin zlib.h. In
particular, the final version number needs to be changed to "f", and an

identification string should be appended to ZLIB_VERSION. Version numbers
x.x.X.f are reserved for modifications to zlib by others than the zlib

maintainers. For example, if the version of the base zlib you are atering

is"1.2.3.4", then in zlib.h you should change ZL 1B_VERNUM to 0x123f, and
ZLIB_VERSION to something like "1.2.3.f-zachary-mods-v3". You can also

update the version stringsin deflate.c and inftrees.c.

For altered source distributions, you should also note the origin and

nature of the changesin zlib.h, aswell asin Changel. og and README, along
with the dates of the alterations. The origin should include at least your

name (or your company's hame), and an email address to contact for help or
issues with the library.

Note that distributing a compiled zlib library aong with zlib.h and

ZLIB_VERSION and ZL1B_VERNUM and note the origin and nature of the changes
in zlib.h as you would for a full source distribution.

Will zlib work on a big-endian or little-endian architecture, and can |
exchange compressed data between them?

Yesand yes.
26. Will zlib work on a 64-bit machine?

Yes. It has been tested on 64-bit machines, and has no dependence on any
data types being limited to 32-bitsin length. If you have any
difficulties, please provide a complete problem report to zlib@gzip.org

27. Will zlib decompress data from the PK Ware Data Compression Library?

No. The PKWare DCL uses a completely different compressed data format than
does PKZIP and zlib. However, you can look in zlib's contrib/blast
directory for a possible solution to your problem.

28. Can | access data randomly in a compressed stream?

No, not without some preparation. 1f when compressing you periodically use
Z FULL_FLUSH, carefully write all the pending data at those points, and
keep an index of those locations, then you can start decompression at those
points. You haveto be

careful tonot useZ FULL_FLUSH too often, since it
can significantly degrade compression. Alternatively, you can scan a
deflate stream once to generate an index, and then use that index for
random access. See examples/zran.c .

29. Does zlib work on MV S, 0S/390, CICS, etc.?
It hasin the past, but we have not heard of any recent evidence. There
were working ports of zlib 1.1.4 to MV S, but those links no longer work.
If you know of recent, successful applications of zlib on these operating

systems, please let us know. Thanks.

30. Isthere some simpler, easier to read version of inflate | can look at to
understand the deflate format?

First off, you should read RFC 1951. Second, yes. Look in zlib's
contrib/puff directory.

31. Does zlib infringe on any patents?

Asfar aswe know, no. Infact, that was originally the whole point behind
zlib. Look here for some more information:

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32. Can zlib work
with greater than 4 GB of data?

Yes. inflate() and deflate() will process any amount of data correctly.

Each call of inflate() or deflate() islimited to input and output chunks

of the maximum value that can be stored in the compiler's "unsigned int"
type, but there is no limit to the number of chunks. Note however that the
strm.total_in and strm_total_out counters may be limited to 4 GB. These
counters are provided as a convenience and are not used internally by
inflate() or deflate(). The application can easily set up its own counters
updated after each call of inflate() or deflate() to count beyond 4 GB.
compress() and uncompress() may be limited to 4 GB, since they operatein a
single call. gzseek() and gztell() may be limited to 4 GB depending on how
Zlibiscompiled. See the zlibCompileFlags() function in zlib.h.

The word "may" appears several times above since thereisa4 GB limit only
if the compiler's"long" typeis

32 bits. If the compiler's"long" typeis
64 bits, then the limit is 16 exabytes.

33. Does zlib have any security vulnerabilities?

The only one that we are aware of is potentially in gzprintf(). If zlibis
compiled to use sprintf() or vsprintf(), then there is no protection

against a buffer overflow of an 8K string space (or other value as set by
gzbuffer()), other than the caller of gzprintf() assuring that the output
will not exceed 8K. On the other hand, if zlib is compiled to use
snprintf() or vsnprintf(), which should normally be the case, then thereis
no vulnerability. The ./configure script will display warningsif an
insecure variation of sprintf() will be used by gzprintf(). Alsothe
ZlibCompileFlags() function will return information on what variant of
sprintf() is used by gzprintf().

If you don't have snprintf() or vsnprintf() and would like one, you can
find a portable implementation here:

Note that you should be using the most recent version of zlib. Versions
1.1.3 and before were subject to a double-free vulnerability, and versions
1.2.1 and 1.2.2 were subject to an access exception when decompressing
invalid compressed data.

34. Isthere aJavaversion of zlib?

Probably what you want isto use zlib in Java. zlib is aready included
as part of the Java SDK in the java.util.zip package. If you really want

35. | get this or that compiler or source-code scanner warning when | crank it
up to maximally-pedantic. Can't you guys write proper code?

Many years ago, we gave up attempting to avoid warnings on every compiler
in the universe. It just got to be awaste of time, and some compilers
were downright silly aswell as contradicted each other. So now, we simply
make sure that the code always

works.

36. Valgrind (or some similar memory access checker) says that deflateis
performing a conditional jump that depends on an uninitialized value.
Isn't that a bug?

No. That isintentional for performance reasons, and the output of deflate
isnot affected. Thisonly started showing up recently since zlib 1.2.x

uses malloc() by default for allocations, whereas earlier versions used
calloc(), which zeros out the allocated memory. Even though the code was
correct, versions 1.2.4 and later was changed to not stimulate these
checkers.

37. Will zlib read the (insert any ancient or arcane format here) compressed
dataformat?

Probably not. Look in the comp.compression FAQ for pointers to various
formats and associated software.

38. How can | encrypt/decrypt zip files with zlib?

Zlib doesn't support encryption. The original PKZIP encryption is very
weak and can be broken with freely available programs. To get strong
encryption,

use GnuPG, http://www.gnupg.org/ , which already includes zlib
compression. For PKZIP compatible "encryption”, look at
http://www.info-zip.org/

39. What's the difference between the "gzip" and "deflate" HTTP 1.1 encodings?

"gzip" isthe gzip format, and "deflate” isthe zlib format. They should
probably have called the second one "zlib" instead to avoid confusion with
the raw deflate compressed data format. Whilethe HTTP 1.1 RFC 2616
correctly points to the zlib specification in RFC 1950 for the "deflate"
transfer encoding, there have been reports of servers and browsers that
incorrectly produce or expect raw deflate data per the deflate

specification in RFC 1951, most notably Microsoft. So even though the
"deflate” transfer encoding using the zlib format would be the more
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efficient approach (and in fact exactly what the zlib format was designed
for), using the "gzip" transfer encoding is probably more reliable due to
an

unfortunate choice of name on the part of the HTTP 1.1 authors.

Bottom line: use the gzip format for HTTP 1.1 encoding.

40. Does zlib support the new "Deflate64" format introduced by PKWare?

No. PKWare has apparently decided to keep that format proprietary, since

they have not documented it as they have previous compression formats. In
any case, the compression improvements are so modest compared to other more
modern approaches, that it's not worth the effort to implement.

41. I'm having a problem with the zip functionsin zlib, can you help?

There are no zip functionsin zlib. Y ou are probably using minizip by
Giles Vollant, which isfound in the contrib directory of zlib. It isnot
part of zlib. Infact none of the stuff in contrib is part of zlib. The
filesin there are not supported by the zlib authors. Y ou need to contact
the authors of the respective contribution for help.

42. The match.asm code in contrib is under the GNU General

Public License.
Sinceit's part of zlib, doesn't that mean that all of zlib falls under the
GNU GPL?

No. Thefilesin contrib are not part of zlib. They were contributed by
other authors and are provided as a convenience to the user within the zlib
distribution. Each item in contrib has its own license.

43. Is zlib subject to export controls? What isits ECCN?

Zlib is not subject to export controls, and so is classified as EAR99.

44. Can you please sign these lengthy legal documents and fax them back to us
so that we can use your software in our product?

Preamble

The licenses for most software are designed to take away your
freedom to share and changeit. By contrast, the GNU General Public
Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change
free software--to make sure the software is free for al its users.

This license, the Lesser General Public License, appliesto some
specially designated software packages--typically libraries--of the
Free Software Foundation and other authors who

decideto useit. You

can useit too, but we suggest you first think carefully about whether
thislicense or the ordinary General Public Licenseisthe better
strategy to use in any particular case, based on the explanations bel ow.

When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use,
not price. Our General Public Licenses are designed to make sure that

The"Artistic License"
Preamble

Theintent of this document is to state the conditions under which a
Package may be copied, such that the Copyright Holder maintains some
semblance of artistic control over the development of the package,
while giving the users of the package the right to use and distribute

the Package in a more-or-less customary fashion, plus the right to make
reasonable modifications.

Definitions:
