The reason we have a separate public license for sonme libraries is that
they blur the distinction we usually make between nodifying or adding to a
program and sinply using it. Linking a programwith a library, wthout
changing the library, is in sone sense sinply using the library, and is
anal ogous to running a utility program or application program However, in
a textual and | egal sense, the |linked executable is a conbi ned work, a
derivative of the original library, and the ordinary General Public License
treats it as such



Because of this blurred distinction, using the ordinary General
Public License for libraries did not effectively pronote software
shari ng, because nost devel opers did not use the libraries. W
concl uded t hat weaker conditions mght pronote sharing better.

However, unrestricted |linking of non-free progranms woul d deprive the
users of those prograns of all benefit fromthe free status of the
libraries thenselves. This Library General Public License is intended to
permt devel opers of non-free prograns to use free libraries, while
preserving your freedomas a user of such programs to change the free
libraries that are incorporated in them (W have not seen how to achieve
this as regards changes in header files, but we have achieved it as regards
changes in the actual functions of the Library.)
