Accounting is the method for collecting information used for billing, auditing, and reporting, such as user
identities, start and stop times, number of packets, and number of bytes. Accounting enables you to track the
services users are accessing, as well as the amount of network resources they are consuming. For more
information on Call Detail Records (CDRs), see CDR Accounting for Cisco IOS Voice Gateways.
